Mr. Michael Theis, Planning Administrator, said the majority of the staff report had been given during an earlier 
public hearing for this item, but it is being repeated for the record in the minutes. The following had been previously 
reported: 1. Wisconsin Memoria1 Park is located at 13235 West Capitol Drive. The site is zoned "C" Conservancy 
District. Creation of the cemetery predates incorporation of the city. Cemeteries or mausoleums are conditional uses per 
Section 1 7.108 of the Municipal Code. The cemetery's existence was recognized and an internment chapel approved with 
adoption of Conditional Use Ordinance No. 1 168. On June 22,2006 the City Plan Review Board recommended approval

Lot Coverage (Existing): 898,015 or 12.89% (50% rnax.) 
Lot Coverage (~ro~osed): 976,074 or 14.02% 

4. A tall retaining wall is proposed for Phase 8 of the Eternal Life Garden site, the details of which have not been refined 
as of this submittal. Phase 8 will require detailed design and separate plan and metbod of operation review prior to 
issuance of a building permit. 

5 .  Grading drainage and stormwater management plans have been submitted to the city engineering division. Storm sewer 
and detention basin improvements are proposed to address increased stormwater runoff. A detention basin landscape plan 
prepared in confomance with city Detention Basin Landscape Standards has been submitted. 

In addition to the previous information, Mr. Theis said the following information is newly reported: 6.  A 
conditional use public hearing regarding this request was held by the plan commission on February 1 1,2008. This staff 
report will be supplemented with comments received at the pubIic hearing. As of this report's writing, no comments had 
been received by the Community Development Department. 

Mr. Theis said that since mausoleums are consistent with the use approved for the site, staff recommends that the 
Plan Commission approve a conditional use ordinance and revised plan and method of operation permitting expansion of 
the Veteran Mausoleum site and creation of the Eternal Life Garden site subject to:

Consultants. 

2. Separate plan and method of operation  view prior to issuance of a building permit for the retaining wall in Phase 8 of 
the Eternal Life Garden site.

4. Building elevations, floor plan and renderings dated September 2007 by Stewart Design Services including sample 
building materials on file in the Inspection Services Department. 

5 .  Landscape Plan dated October 4,2007 by STS Consultants. Stomwater Detention Basin Landscape pIan dated October 
4,2007 by STS Consultants subject to technical corrections and secured with Stormwater Detention Basin Landscape 
Letters Of Credit (form available from the Department of Community Development) equal to $1,9f 3 ($85 per 1,000 sq. fl. 
of detention basin area) for landscape installation and $270 for four (4) years of maintenance (S I2 per 1,000 sq. ft. of 
detention basin area), secured with a four (4) year temporary landscape easements for maintenance (using forms available

form the Department of Community Development) all deposited with the Department of Community Development prior 
to issuance of execution of the final plat (22,500 sq. R detention basin area). 
Also: 

a. A landscape installation "as built" is required prior to release of the installation letter-of-credit. 

6. Grading, Drainage, Erosion Control and Stomwater Management Plan subject to technical corrections and h a 1  
approval of the city Engineering Division prior to the issuance of building permits. The developer of the project will be 
required to submit Items A, B, and C beIow before the issuance of a building permit: 

A. A copy of the approved Grading and Drainage Plan, as approved by the Engineering Department. 

B. The bid from a contractor reflecting the cost of executing the work required on the Grading and Drainage Plan. 

C. A letter-of-credit in compliance with the City letter-of-credit format deposited with the Department of Community 
Development. The monetary amount of the letter-of-credit shall be equal to 110% of the submitted bid. (City form 
available from the Department of Community Development) 

D. A recertification "as-built" survey must be performed by a licensed professional engineer or surveyor indicating 
that all elements of the approved Grading and Drainage Plan have been completed within tolerances as approved by 
Staff per the approved plan. The recertification documents must be wet stamped and signed by the professional. 

E. The letter-of-credit will be released by the Department of Community Development after the recertification 
documents are submitted to the City of Brookfield Engineering Deparbnent and approved. 

7. Installation of f ~ e  protection measures as required by the Fire Depment .  Fire lanes shall be provided prior to the 
placement of combustible materials at the building site, or the construction of any portion of a building or facility above 
the footing and foundation. 

8. Payment of applicable fees pending determination by the city attorney 

9. Sitehuilding lighting installed in compliance with the City Illumination Code. 

10. Plan and method of operation approval expires on February 19,20 10 unless a building pennit is obtained prior thereto. 

Mr. Richard Schmale, STS Consulting, was present to answer questions. 

Mayor Speaker asked about lighting. Mr, Schmale said they would have low-level sconce lighting on the 
buildings for security purposes. They have submitted lighting plans to the City. Mayor Speaker asked that they make 
sure the lighting meets code requirements. 

Commissioner Wahlgren moved to approve a conditional use ordinance and revised plan and method of operation 
permitting expansion of the Veteran Mausoleum site and creation of the Eternal Life Garden site subject to the 
conditions Iisted in the staffreport.

2. Fountain Brook Crossia~ PDD - General Plan No. 24 Rezoning 

The next item on the agenda was the request of WMH Leasing LLC, 14700 Fleetwood Lane, New Berlin, WI 
53 15 1, William M. Hoeg, Managing Member, for approval of rezoning Tax Key No's. 1 147.99 1 and 1 147.993 .OO 1 
"Planned Development District - General Plan No. 14 (Commercial)". 

Mr. Michael Theis, Planning Administrator, presented the following, previously reported information: 1. 
Fountain Brmk Crossing is an approximate 127,000 square foot commercial building with parking structure proposed for 
a vacant property located at the north east corner of Moorland Road and Greenfield Avenue, The site is currently zoned 
"B-3" Regional Business District. The ofice, retail and retail service uses proposed for the building are permitted in the 
base zoning district. 

2. The site is contained or addressed in the foIIowing studiedplans, Brook Hollow Transportation and Development Stu*, 
1990 - Moorland Road Tree Management Stu* (Brook Hollow Sf* Area), 1996 - the Greenfield Avenue Corridor 
Plan, 1 996 - the Brooyield South Gateway Design Concept Report, 1999 and the Brookfield Year 2020 h h  fer Plan, 
1999. 

3. The Brook HoZIav Transportation and Development Sf* anticipated mixed use commercial development of the site 
with no direct access from Moorland Road or Greenfield Avenue but rather utilization of shared access points on the 
arterials via an internal traffic circulation network linking the commercial frontages of Moorland Road and Greenfield 
Avenue from Hackbeny Lane on the north to Vista View Drive on the east. The Moorland Road Tr@c Mmogemenf 
St* (Brook Hollow Sf* Area) was an assessment of the bd3ic management alternatives generated for the 
neighborhood in The Brook Hollow Trmsportafion and Development Sturjt and affirmed the aforementioned study's 
traffic management objectives. The Greenjeld Avenue Corridor Plm is the prevailing land use plan affecting the site. The 
plan affirms the tmfic management objectives of the preceding studies and recommends commercial use of the site. The 
Brookjeld South Gateww Design Concept Report prescriks a "gateway entrance" with a design goal of creating matched 
bookends serving as a grand entrance into the City, pedestrian level fighting matching the poles and fxtures used in the 
City Civic Center and a formalized streetyard landscape denoting the gateway. 

4. Fountain Brook Crossing is located within the boundary of the South Gateway Node, one of ten areas identified as 
Targeted Intervention Areas (TIA) in the Brook$eld Year 2020 Master Plan (Master Plan). A nodal plan for this TIA has 
yet to be completed. The project is consistent with Master Plan goals which include "implementing a balanced growth 
approach in selected areas" and would facilitate Master PIan Task Force Goal #20, "...allow appropriate expansion and 
increased density of development on strategic parcels within targeted intervention areas...". The ten TlAs of the Master 
Plan are those select areas in the city where change is anticipated, encouraged and where redevelopment investment can 
yieId highest returns. Goals specific to the South Gateway include creating a southern Gateway to Brookfield, establishing 
pedestrian connections and coordinating development patterns with mc/access management. 

5 .  Fountain Brook Crossing is an approximate 127,000 square foot commercial building set upon a two level parking 
structure that is partially below grade and has surface parking above creating three levels of parking. The total height of 
the buildinglparking structure will be 97' from finished grade. By way of comparison Country Inn and Brookfield Suites 
are 54' in height; Sheraton is 75' and Midway is 85'. The entire building, parking structure and utilities sit upon or are 
attached to smctural piles and grade beams w/ piles numbering 1,45 1. BuiIding materials are natural stone, 
argentrchampagne colored architectura1 metal panels and glazing with copper colored standing seam metal roof panels. 
Exterior walls on the south, east and west elevations have angular projections matching the form of the parking structure 
resulting in a faceted surface that provides texture to what would other wise be flat walls. The roof is barrel vaulted with 
reversed slopes creating a four story indoor atrium and an outdoor observation deck. The site and building are designed 
utilizing Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) Green Building techniques that the applicant will 
eIaborate upon. LEED is the nationally accepted benchark for the design, construction and operation of high 
performance green buildings. The applicant's intent is to create signature or "gateway" architecture at this location.
